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 Consent and Authorization for Treatment

Treatment Authorization: 

By signing this form, I, ________________________________ authorize medical treatment of myself or my minor child by Ronald D. Whitmont, M.D. and staff under his direction.

Notice as to Nature of Services: 

I understand that the care provided by Ronald D. Whitmont, M.D. is highly specialized and based upon homeopathic and nutritional principles, and there may be disagreement among qualified medical experts regarding these principles. Care rendered may therefore be seen by some as outside the standard of care or medically unnecessary. Diagnosis and treatment may include some services that are considered non-traditional or non-conventional. These services may not be recognized as standard medical practices and may be considered by my insurance company to be investigational or experimental.

Female Patients: 

Dr. Whitmont does not perform pelvic or breast examinations. All sexually active female patients are encouraged to see their gynecologists for periodic examinations. All adult female patients are encouraged to have breast examinations on a regular basis.

Financial Responsibility for All Dr. Whitmont Services: 

I understand and agree to each of the following policies regarding financial responsibilities. Payment in full is required at each visit, unless arrangements are made otherwise. Dr. Whitmont does not accept assignment from insurance companies. My responsibility includes payment for all services rendered. I understand my responsibility to pay includes fees for laboratory and other clinical services requested by Dr. Whitmont.

Notice to Medicare Patients: 

I understand that Dr. Whitmont has Òopted outÓ of Medicare participation, and that he has privately contracted with me to provide care and services. Medicare will not accept bills submitted by me and will not pay for any services ordered by Dr. Whitmont. I understand that I am responsible to pay for all services rendered by Dr. Whitmont. 

Claim Management: 

At the patient’s request, after payment for medical services rendered, Dr. Whitmont will provide insurance claim forms (a receipt) for submission to an insurance company, but submission of the form is the patientÕs responsibility. It should be pointed out that Dr. Whitmont cannot assure a patient that any insurance company will reimburse for Dr. WhitmontÕs services. Caseload demands do not allow time for this office to respond to insurance company requests for information. Dr. WhitmontÕs office will provide me a copy of my medical records that I can forward to my insurance company. The fee is $20.00 for handling plus $0.50 per page. Dr. Whitmont is not obligated to take action on my behalf against an insurance carrier for collecting or negotiating my insurance claim.

No Guarantees:

I am aware that the practice of medicine is not an exact science, and acknowledge that there are and can be no guarantees as to accuracy of diagnosis or outcomes of any treatments that I receive from Dr. Whitmont or at Dr. Whitmont’s office.

Patient Acknowledgment: 

I certify that the information I provide to Dr. Whitmont is correct. I certify that I am here to receive medical care and for no other purpose. I do not represent any third party. 

Information Update: 

I will notify Dr. Whitmont of any changes in my address, telephone, or e-mail.

Consent for Homeopathy:

Homeopathy is a system of medicine that has been used by millions of people worldwide for over 200 years. Homeopathic medicines are used in extremely dilute concentrations that are nontoxic, and when administered according to homeopathic principles, are safe in infants, children, and adults. The United States Food and Drug Administration recognizes and regulates the manufacture of homeopathic medicines. 

Homeopathy is based upon the principle that “likes cure likes,” known as the “Law of Similars.” This means that if a substance can cause symptoms of disease in a healthy person, then it may be capable of curing similar symptoms in an individual who is ill. The exact mechanism by which homeopathy works is unknown, but it is still being investigated. There are no known drug interactions between homeopathic and conventional (allopathic) medicines.

 By signing this form, I, _____________________________ agree that Ronald D. Whitmont, M.D. has disclosed to me sufficient information, including the risks and benefits, to enable me to decide to undergo or forgo treatment with homeopathy. I understand that I am undertaking treatment by Ronald D. Whitmont, M.D. expressly for the purpose of receiving homeopathic and nutritional treatment for my condition. 

 My consent to homeopathic treatment is given voluntarily, without coercion, and may be withdrawn. I am able to understand the nature of this form of treatment. 

The specific risks of choosing homeopathy have been discussed with me. I knowingly, voluntarily, and intelligently assume these risks and agree to release, indemnify, and defend Ronald D. Whitmont, M.D. and his agents from and against any and all claims which I (or my representatives) may have for any loss, damage, or injury arising out of or in connection with my treatment. 

I understand that I will continue to remain under the care of my primary care physician and (if applicable) my specialist physician(s) for any ongoing allopathic (conventional) care and evaluation, if I so choose. I understand that homeopathy does not always replace or substitute for the conventional evaluation and management services that I am receiving from my primary care and specialist physicians. Homeopathy may be adjunctive to the treatments that I am receiving by my treating physicians. 

I have carefully read this form and acknowledge that I understand it. No representations, statements, or inducements, oral or written, apart from the foregoing written statement, have been made. The laws of the State of New York shall govern this form. If any portion of this form is held invalid, the rest of the document shall continue in full force and effect.
